As the Company operates mainly in one Business Segment i.e Engineering and Current Sensing applications hence are considered to be a single
primary business segment, therefore the disclosure requirement of IND AS 108, Operating Segment is not applicable.

The figures for the quarter ended March 31, 2021 are the balancing figures between audited figures in respect of full financial year ended March 31,
2021 and published year to date figures upto to third quarter ended December 31,2020, which were subjected to Limited Review.

Honourable Bombay High Court has given interim stay order against the winding up order passed against the Company dated 15/04/2015. Next
hearing in this matter shall come up as per listing of the court. Company has deposited Rs. 19,05,179/- Lac with interest as per direction of honourable
Bombay High Court.

The operating environment remains challenging due to COVID 19 disruption . The Company will continue to closely monitor any material changes
arising of future economic conditions. However, it has no further significant impact with respect to COVID 19 pandemic during the current quarter.

thereunder and other accounting principles generally accepted in India. Our responsibility is to issue a
report on these financial statements based on our review.
